ACTIVITY:  

Fill an ice cube tray 1/3 of the way with 
cranberries and add a twine loop, knot down, 

for hanging on a branch. 
Fill the remaining space with birdseed, then 
add water until there is a thin layer covering all 
the ingredients. Put the ice cube tray outdoors 
on a frosty night OR in the freezer overnight. 
Remove ice ornaments from molds, hang on a 

tree and enjoy watching the birds feed 
. 
To make an ice ring place twine loop and a 

cup inside a bowl. Fill the bowl with an inch or 

so of water. Add bird seed and cranberries 

and again place outside or in freezer 

overnight.
