Wild Tribe First Aid
This programme has been developed in response to the
Government’'s RSE and Health Education statutory guidance
and supports pupils in developing essential first aid knowledge
and skills.
The one-day course introduces pupils to the basics of first aid in
an outdoor setting, including how to contact emergency services
effectively and how to respond to common injuries, including
head injuries.
The six-week programme builds on these skills by exploring
danger and risk assessment, the ABCs of first aid, administering
basic first aid, and applying skills within practical scenarios.
Pupils will receive a certificate of attendance upon completion of
the course.

Outdoor Learning Package / Wild Tribe

Based on the principles of Forest School, the Wild Tribe
Outdoor Learning Package provides schools with a 6-week, 12-
week, or full academic year programme of outdoor learning.
Sessions are delivered in two-hour blocks and can be tailored
for pupils from Foundation Stage to Year 6. The programme
uses outdoor environments to support challenge, risk
management, and engagement in learning, with activities linked
to a range of curriculum subject areas.
